e Behavior: Students with multiple infractions (3 or more) will jeopardize their opportunity to participate in
the end of the year activities. It is imperative that students learn the connection between good behavior
and academic success. 8" grade teachers and administrators regularly communicate their behavior
expectations clearly.

e Attendance: Any student with excessive unexcused absences (10 or more) will jeopardize their
opportunity to not only participate in activities but also may be restricted from promotion.
